1) Call to order – Jeff at 6:09 pm.

2) Introductions-- none needed for this meeting. 

3) Secretary’s Report.  Reviewed the minutes from the September 12, 2018 and January 25, 2019 board meetings.   Lisa motioned to approve the minutes and Julie seconded the motion.  Also reviewed the minutes from the Executive Committee board meeting on November 2, 2019.  Lisa motioned to approve the minutes and Julie seconded the motion.  

4)  Treasurer’s Report:   Given by Julie.  Current balance of account is $29,687.93.  Current membership is at 101.   There are currently 76 members and 35 non-members signed up for the Spring 2019 conference.   Lisa made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Angela seconded the motion.  The early bird registration trial was successful with 27 registrants sending in early registrations.  

Julie indicated that she has received several calls asking about reimbursement for the Spring Conference due to the inclement weather.  Discussed what the registration materials note that no refunds will be given after a certain date and only a certain amount.   Discussion held regarding the conference costs that still remain despite attendance such as the food, speakers, conference areas, and block of hotel rooms.  It was decided that no refunds would be granted due to inclement weather as the conference was not cancelled due to the weather.   Nichole updated the WNHSWA website to indicate that despite inclement weather, the conference was still held, so no refunds for conference attendance would be granted.   Discussed holding the spring conference later than March/April, but determined it would conflict with several other conferences as well as May being a busy month with other events that may reduce our attendance numbers.   Will continue to keep the spring conference in March/April.  
Julie indicated that the 1099 and other tax forms were completed with the CPA (accountant) and sent into the state as required for our non-profit status.  

Julie indicated that Christi Hendricks from Amery won the registration to the Alzheimer’s Conference in May 2019.  

5)  Committee Reports:  

Person Directed Care (Jeff):   They have not had a recent meeting due to winter weather conditions.  

Historian (Carol):   Carol is not here at this meeting to give an update.  Jeff will take the board to the Alzheimer’s Conference in WI Dells being held in May 2019.  

Membership/Marketing (Julie):   Discussion held on the certificates sent to new or renewing members once their membership renewals are received.  Tracy will assume the task of sending out the certificates of membership once Julie has noted that they have paid or renewed their membership.    Julie also indicated that new/updated forms by Nichole for registering a facility with more than one social worker are much appreciated!

Website updates (Nichole):  Nichole is doing a great job updating the website as needed.  The WNHSWA Facebook page is also up and running.  Discussed that anyone emailing members with WNHSWA related items may use the WNHSWA email address versus their work or personal email.  

Scholarships (Tena):  Materials were sent out in February 2019.   I application has been received already.   Lisa received an email from someone requesting clarification on her application status.   Tena will respond to the potential application to clarify her questions.   

CEU’s (Fawn):  Fawn indicated that CEU certification is complete for the Spring conference.   Jeff indicated that he will be presenting for a few minutes during the Ethics and Boundaries presentation due to a new regulation in the NASW requirements for a presenter of Ethics and Boundaries to be a social worker.   Jeff indicated that the presenter of the Ethics and Boundaries presentation tomorrow is not a licensed social worker, but does teach Ethics and Boundaries at the UW-Madison Campus.   

6)  Spring Conference 2019:   Will be held tomorrow April 12, 2019.    Topics will be trauma informed care and Ethics and Boundaries.   Jeff will introduce both speakers.   Registration will be completed by Lisa, Krissy, and Julie.  Name tags were made by Krissy and will be passed out at the registration table.  Folders with notepads were purchased to hand out to each conference attendee in honor of National Social Worker month, which was in March.   Jeff is donating books and CD’s for use in social work practice as door prized.  

7)  Timeline:  Reviewed the timeline and items needed to be completed in the next few months.  The next item coming up is the Social Worker of the year award.  Becky will be sending out information in May 2019 for the SW of the year award.   Lisa and Fawn are working on the Fall Conference registration materials and the certification of CEU’s.  

8)  Old Business:  Reviewed the bylaws and made corrections as needed.   Angela will type up the corrected bylaws and we will review and approve at the July 2019 board meeting.
   
Jeff purchased a new projector for WNHSWA use during conferences as discussed at the January 2019 meeting.   

9)  New Business:    Leading Age reported that 9 SNF’s have closed so far in 2019.   Since 2016 29 SNF’s have closed.
